Possible Partnerships:  

1)  Field Trips for Freshmen 

· Number of students on trip:  10 to 35 / Length of time:  1 to 3 hours

· Transportation provided by AABHPHS during school hours (8:45 to 3:35)
Description:  General exposure to a work place site.  Trip may include a tour and overview of organization. 

 2)  Job Shadows for Sophomores or Juniors
· Number of students on trip:  10 to 20 with job shadow rotations of 1 to 3 students / Length of time:  1 to 6 hours
· Transportation provided by AABHPHS usually during school hours
Description:  Students “shadow” a health care worker throughout part of a typical day.  Shadow may involve general group discussions before or after a shadow.  

3)  Internships for Juniors or Seniors
· Number of students awaiting internships:  30 plus / Length of time:  Minimum of 15 hours at one location/department.  Hours can occur within 2 or 3 consecutive days or spaced over a longer period of time.   

· Transportation provided by AABHPHS or student (or student’s family).  Internship hours may occur during normal school hours or after school hours.  

Description:  Students “intern” at a hospital department, public agency, or private practice.  Student’s internship should be in a field of medicine the student is interested in.  During the internship, students may perform minor tasks or simply “shadow” their mentor.  
4)  Volunteer opportunities:  Needed for all grade levels.  Students perform various service jobs for the organization.  
5)  Classroom guest speakers – “Brown Bag” lunches or during class hours.  
6)  Judges for Student Projects - Serve on a panel, on or off campus, to judge different student presentations on a particular health care topic
7)  Mentors for students on campus.  Help with Senior Projects; math or science tutoring; college prep tutoring; and HOSA event tutoring.    

8)  Special Projects on campus include A)  Cultural Competency, Immigrant Health and Health Care Disparities;  B)  Women’s Health;  C)  Latino Health;  D)  Nutrition;  E) Avoidance of Risky Behaviors;  F)  Health Insurance Coverage;  G)  Pediatric Topics;  H) Mental Health and Child Development topics
